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To Whom It May Concern:


The following is a guideline of requirements to be a Crane Operator, and an Operating Engineer: There is a minimum requirement of being eighteen (18) years old and having a high school Diploma or GED; previous experience with heavy equipment or construction is preferred. New applicants must have good driving and criminal records, be able to pass a DOT physical and random Urinalysis, and have the ability to lift 50lbs or more. They must possess normal depth perception and field of vision, have the ability to distinguish between colors, shades, and brightness, and possess adequate hearing and sense of smell to detect hazardous situations and avoid accidents. There should have no history of dizziness, seizures, emotional instability or any physical defects that could cause harm to equipment, self, or co-workers. They should have full use of both hands to grasp, move, or assemble objects, and to be able to operate machinery effectively. At times it will be required to be physically active for long periods of time, so good stamina, the ability to lift, push, pull, or carry heavy objects, as well as having good reaction speed, coordination, and manual dexterity are essential. 
A crane operator must possess or obtain a CCO license (Certified Crane Operator), and all Operators must be willing to obtain any and all certifications and training related to the Trade. The more training an Operator has, the more likely he is to get work, so taking advantage of the Training Site and learning as many pieces of equipment as possible is highly recommended. Operators should be comfortable working at heights on occasion, and enjoy working outdoors in all kinds of weather. They should have sufficient height to operate the equipment, and have an unobstructed view over the dashboard and controls. They must have the ability to read, write, and communicate effectively, as well as possess basic math skills (be able to add, subtract, multiply, and do conversions). With training, be able to perform minor repairs and maintenance of equipment (getting fuel, preventative maintenance, reporting damages/needed repairs to mechanic or foreman, maintain fluid levels, etc.). Be able to arrive to worksite on time, work assigned shift, and work overtime, weekends, and holidays when required. At times work alone, and without close supervision, while being safety conscious and a team player.
